THE SECRET OF JOY IN CONFLICT  
 

The secret to joy in conflict is harmony. 
 

Four  types of harmony: 
 

 Mental – one mind. 
 

 Emotional – one heart. 
 

 Directional – one plan. 
 

 Spiritual – one will of God. 

 

I. STRIVE FOR UNITY 
 

“1Therefore if there is any consolation in Christ, if any 

comfort of love, if any fellowship of the Spirit, if any 

affection and mercy,  

2 fulfill my joy by being like-minded, having the same love, 

being of one accord, of one mind.”            Philippians 2:1-2
