Five Lessons That Jesus Taught About Generosity 

 

I.      GOD WILL BLESS YOUR GENEROSITY 

        “35 … And remember the words of the Lord Jesus, that He 

        said, ‘It is more blessed to give than to receive.’” 

        Acts 20:35b 

        The blessings of God are both intangible and tangible.  

        “38 Give, and it will be given to you: good measure, pressed 

        down, shaken together, and running over will be put into 

        your bosom. For with the same measure that you use, it 

        will be measured back to you.”  Luke 6:38 

       “9 Then the people rejoiced, for they had offered willingly, 

       because with a loyal heart they had offered willingly to 

       the LORD; and King David also rejoiced greatly.” 

      I Chronicles 29:9 

 

      “33 But seek first the kingdom of God and His 

      righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you.” 

      Matthew 6:33 

 

II.      MONEY IS A SPIRITUAL INDICATOR 

          “34 For where your treasure is, there your heart will be 

          also.”

          Jesus observes our giving.  

          “41 Now Jesus sat opposite the treasury and saw how the 

          people put money into the treasury. And many who 

          were rich put in much.  
              42 Then one poor widow came and threw in two mites, 

          which make a quadrans.  
              43 So He called His disciples to Himself and said to 

         them, “Assuredly, I say to you that this poor widow has 

         put in more than all those who have given to the 

         treasury;  
             44 for they all put in out of their abundance, but she out of 

         her poverty put in all that she had, her whole livelihood.’”

III.   GENEROSITY IS NEEDED TO FUND MINISTRY 

         “1 Now it came to pass, afterward, that He went through 

         every city and village, preaching and bringing the glad 

         tidings of the kingdom of God. And the twelve were with 

         Him,  
             2 and certain women who had been healed of evil spirits 

         and infirmities—Mary called Magdalene, out of whom had 

         come seven demons,  
             3 and Joanna the wife of Chuza, Herod’s steward, and 

         Susanna, and many others who provided for Him from 

         their substance.”  Luke 8:1-3 

         Ministry increases as funding increases.  

         “15 not boasting of things beyond measure, that is, in other 

         men’s labors, but having hope, that as your faith is 

         increased, we shall be greatly enlarged by you in our 

         sphere,  
             16 to preach the gospel in the regions beyond you, and not 

         to boast in another man’s sphere of accomplishment.”
